SNAP MATCHING PROGRAM

The Bridgeport DSSD has also partnered with the
Bridgeport Farmers Market Collaborative to accept
SNAP/EBT, WIC, Farmers Market Nutrition Program
checks (for WIC and Senior recipients), and
Bridgeport Bucks along with cash, credit, and debit
at the Downtown Bridgeport Farmers Market. The
market operates an incentive matching program so
that for every $1in SNAP funds spent at the market,
the customer can purchase $2 in fresh fruits and
vegetables.
